PASTOR'S REFLECTION
All In The Family

I finished reading a fascinating book this month. In it I read some
thought-provoking statistics from a poll of Catholics a few years
ago, about what Catholics believe, how they relate to God, their
prayer and worship. It was done by an organization called CARA.
So I looked into the research to learn more about how “typical
Catholics” think and feel about their Catholicism. It’s helpful for us
all to know how our sisters and brothers look upon our common faith.

It turns out there is a variety of news, some of it troubling but some really encouraging.
When asked if they believe in God, 91% said they do strongly or are fairly certain. And
90% said strongly or fairly so that religion was important in their life. 59% of those polled
said they pray daily.

Other related research has recently coined a new term: “the nones.” These are people
who, when asked what religion or denomination they are a part of, answer “none.” It is a
large and growing number. Yet, among even this group, 65% believe in God, many go to
church somewhat frequently and a not-small proportion of them are Catholic by baptism.
Most of them express a deep spiritual desire and interest. These are our sisters and
brothers.

According to the research, when it comes to religious education, bible study, etc., only
17% of the Catholics polled participated once a week while 63% seldom or never do.
Similar numbers were associated with reading the Bible weekly: 25%, and 52%. However
85% believe in Heaven, ‘though only 63% in Hell. 91% of those who attend Mass weekly
or more often believe that Jesus Christ is really present in the bread and wine of the
Eucharist. Those attending monthly: 65%, and only a few times a year: 40%.
