PASTOR'S REFLECTION
A Life-Giving Act Of Love

God always provides for the needs of his
people. We need go no further than our
Town of Irondequoit to see beautiful
evidence of this truth. The natural beauty
of a town bordered on three sides by the
precious gift of water, the famously fertile
soil beneath our feet which provided vege-
tables and fruits for generations, the hard-
working and honest people who made our
town their home all point to God's abun-
dant love and blessings.

For over 100 years, in the northeastern
portion of our town, a community of
believers overcame obstacle after obstacle
in order to pray and worship our God.
They committed to forming a prayerful
community and built a church building
only to see it destroyed by fire. They re-
built, prayed, celebrated God's presence in
the Sacraments, met tragedy including
another fire from lightning, rebuilt, contin-
ued and, despite grotesque vandalism of
the altar and sanctuary, rallied once more,
repaired the damage and continued in their
dauntless Catholic faith. There is a definite
spirit to the faith of the Saint Salome
community.

I think about this faithful and tenacious
history in the light of all our world is
facing today. Daily we are bombarded with
news of tragedy and violence, even
incidents within our town. Still, we see the
kind of tenacity and hope-filled faith in the
works and the fidelity of our parishioners,
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their families and neighbors. Clearly, the
Saint Salome spirit which now forms an
integral part of our entire parish is alive
and producing real blessings. We all
struggle daily with painful, upsetting and
even tragic circumstances but we are never
alone; our Lord Jesus Christ accompanies
us, strengthens us, enlightens us.

Never stop taking the risk of loving
others in this troubling world! Love family,
love fellow parishioners, love the people of
